Job Summary: The Four Sisters Farm Assistant Manager is a part-time seasonal position 
supporting the daily operations, programming, and events for the Four Sisters Urban 
Farm. This position reports to the Four Sisters Urban Farm Manager. Responsibilities will 
vary depending on the time of year but will generally include plant care (seeding, 
watering weeding and harvesting), volunteer coordination and assistance with the 
implementation of events and programming at the Four Sisters Farm and Four Sisters 
Farmers Market.
